In the Gospel account, Jesus, Mary—His mother, and 
His disciples are invited to a wedding, and when the wine 
runs out, Jesus delivers a sign of his glory by turning  
water into wine. Mary’s last recorded words in Holy 
Scripture appear in this Gospel passage: “Do whatever
