Dear Parish Family, 
 

It was so much joy to be back with you last 
weekend, as I prayed the Saturday 4pm 
Vigil Mass and the Noon Mass on Sunday.     
I can’t thank you enough for all of your love, 
prayers, and support that you’ve been 
sending my way. The plan for this weekend 
is for me to come back and pray all the 

Masses with you. I’ll be using a little scooter to get around 
the sanctuary, please forgive any seeming lack of                    
reverence as I move around on the scooter - none is        
intended, I assure you.  
In this Sunday’s Gospel, we hear Philip asking Jesus to 
show them the Father. Our Lord goes on to speak about 
His intimate union with the Father. The Father is in Jesus, 
and through Him the Father does His work. In that intimate 
union, the Father is doing the work of our redemption. The 
Father comes to seek His beloved children so that He can 
lead us out of the darkness into His marvelous light                           
(1 Pet 2:9). Jesus was always letting the Father do His work 
within Him. In total obedience and with an intimate union 
with His Father, Jesus came to save us.  
We know that the Holy Spirit dwells within us from the                   
moment of our Baptism. The love of the Father dwells    
within us as well and we are called to let Him do His work 
within us, just like Jesus did. The presence of the Father 
within us is a reality as is the search of the Father for you, 
His beloved child. As God’s beloved children, we are 
called to live in that intimate union with Him. We become 
intimately united with the Father when we pray in the               
silence of our hearts, in adoration, and at every Mass as 
we worship Him. Anytime we think about God and bring 
our needs and petitions to the Father, we remain close to 
the Father. This intimate union with the Father will lead us 
to a satisfaction and fulfillment in our lives that is beyond 
this world. The more we know God, the more we know 
ourselves and the easier it is to recognize His presence 
within us.  
Every time Jesus’ disciples saw Him, they saw the Father. 
When people see you and me, whom do they see? The 
Father or just ourselves? God dwells within us, let us give 
Him free reign in our lives. People who have met saints like 
Mother Theresa of Calcutta or St. John Paul II, always talk 
about how their interactions with these saints were                         
different. The peace or the joy that they radiated was  
impressive. People saw their works and they praised God 
for that beautiful witness. When people see us, or speak to 
us or see our actions, what would they say? Whom do 
they encounter? A prideful sinner who doesn’t let God 
help him, or a humble sinner fully surrendered at the feet 
of Jesus? Jesus decided to be obedient and in an                      
intimate union with His Father. The saints decided to love 
Jesus and surrender to Him, and they did marvelous 
deeds. What would you choose? Will you choose to                   
surrender at the feet of Jesus, always in a life of                         
obedience and intimately united to Him?
