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Dear Parish Family, 
 

Come, O Holy Spirit, Come!  
Blessed Pentecost Sunday to us all. 
What happened that day to all the 
apostles and disciples? They went 
from fear and cowardness, to being 
bold and courageous. The sound of 
the strong wind, the tongues of fire, 

and all the disciples were filled with the Holy Spirit 
(Acts 2:1-11). What a marvelous sight that must have 
been! No wonder the Church spread like wildfire 
throughout the region – despite the persecutions. 
Even when being a Christian was illegal in the eyes 
of the Roman empire, these courageous disciples 
lived the Faith and were willing to proclaim the     
Gospel –embracing their own deaths if they had to.  
 
This outpouring of the Holy Spirit was real and                      
transformative in the first century – and it is still so    
today in our world. The Holy Spirit is real and                        
powerful. We too can be like the early Christians 
filled with fear and discouraged at times. But we can 
also be transformed as they were. The power of the 
Holy Spirit doesn’t extinguish. God wants to continue 
to show His mighty power to the whole world. God 
desires His Church to grow and expand like it did in 
the first centuries. The problem lies with us. We don’t 
believe or trust enough in the power of God. Very 
often we limit His power and don’t let it act in our 
lives. The Father desires to destroy our fear and                   
limitations, and our lukewarmness and unbelief. Let 
us ask and beg the Holy Spirit to come and act. May 
we beg our Lord to ignite the fire of His love within us 
so that we too may be burning with zeal and passion 
for God and His Church. Countless numbers of                
courageous Christians gave up their lives for Christ 
and His Church.  You and I should also be burning 
with that same fire.  
 
We are blessed to have 20 young souls being                   
confirmed by our bishop this weekend. We pray that 
they may truly become soldiers for Christ and His 
Church. We’ve been praying a novena to the Holy 
Spirit for them and our community – that we may be 
zealous and passionate as were the first Christians. 
The Father truly desires to unleash the power of the 
Holy Spirit on us, please, let us pray that we may be 
able to receive it and let it act in our lives. Please 
keep our youth and our parish in your prayers. 
Come, please come, O Holy Spirit!
