Saint Augustine, Bishop  
(Sermo 34.1-3, 5-6; CCL 41, 424-426)   
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Dear Parish Family, 
 
Some time ago I heard someone say 
that the inheritance is received by the 
children and not by orphans. As                   
orphans, there are no parents who 
would give them an inheritance. 

                   Children often receive whatever little or 
great things their parents had. When it comes to the 
spiritual life, unfortunately, we often behave as              
orphans. Often, we forget that we are God’s            
beloved children and that Jesus did what He saw His 
Father do. As God’s beloved children, we are called 
to do as Jesus did; the proclamation of the Gospel 
for sure, the proclamation of the Father’s love for us, 
and certainly miracles as well. We are heirs of the                     
Kingdom of God, and God works miracles. All 
through the Gospels we hear Jesus speaking                  
beautifully about the Father and doing His works.  
 

In today’s readings, God reminds us that He sows 
abundantly and generously. The problem is not the 
seed but the ground. God gives abundantly and 
generously to us because we are His beloved                  
children. The Father is rich in love and mercy and His 
desire is that we may have it in abundance. The 
seed of the Father is life. The Father desires that life to 
be fully active in our hearts. The prophet Isaiah                  
reminds today that God’s water comes down from 
heaven; it is fertile and fruitful. The Word of God is    
fertile and fruitful. It is powerful for those who receive 
it. When the Father creates something, it is                         
magnificent and incredible. Every miracle in the           
Gospel is always beyond people’s expectations.  
 

His love for us is massive and incredible. The Father 
gives and continues to give in quantities that we just 
don’t can’t imagine. The generosity in the Father’s 
heart is unimaginable to the human mind. This love 
will lead us to imitate the attitude of the Father. He 
saw our brokenness and misery after the fall and He 
ran towards us with great hope that we could                  
receive it. If only you and I would go to the Father. If 
only we would let Him embrace us, let us teach us 
how to love and long for what He does. Today, may 
we ask the Father to water our ground, to make it 
fertile and open for the seed to be sown in our lives. 
This seed of God will transform us without a doubt.  
 

Oh Father come and pour your Holy Spirit upon our 
ground!
