know that the glory and honor belongs to God and not
to us. Throughout the history of Israel and the Church,
unfortunately there have been shepherds who seek
glory and honor and we have forgotten about God at
times. Every time we seek to please people and not
God, the Church suffers and generations get lost
because of the lack of formation and guidance from its
shepherds.

Our Lord is calling us to listen to Him, to lay our hearts in
Him and to give the glory to the Father! In the Gospel,
Jesus reminds us that there is only one Rabbi, one
Father and one Master (Mt 23:1-12). There is only
one — and we are not it. The life of faith calls us to
depend on the Lord, to seek Him, to rest our hope, our
hearts in God Himself! Every priest carries an incredible
amount of responsibility whether we want to
acknowledge it or not. The role of the priest is not about

the honor or recognition of the role we have been |§
entrusted with. It’s a tremendous invitation from God to |

be like Him, to be selfless, sacrificial towards others, and
it comes with the responsibility to turn to Him so that He
can guide His people through our simple, humble
surrender of our lives at His feet.

This week is vocation awareness week. Our Church
invites us to pray, promote, and invite men and women
to follow Jesus Christ and respond generously to His
invitation to give up our lives for His kingdom and the
sake of the salvation of souls. Being a priest or a
religious is definitely not an easy vocation. We carry an
incredible amount of responsibility, and we’ll be
responsible for our actions or lack of action at the end
of our lives. It's not a matter of being fearful of
responsibility. We need courageous priests and religious
people. A spouse, a father/mother also bears
tremendous responsibility and they have to be
courageous as well. Courage is also part of our lives.
The lives of the saints and the martyrs demonstrate how
much love and courage they had for Our Lord and for
others. We need more priests and religious people,
that’s true. But it begins by having faithful Christians,
men and women in love with Jesus Christ. We need
courageous parents and individuals being willing to turn
to God, to listen to Him and let God shape our lives. We
all are called to turn to the Father today and let Him
speak to us. Let God fill us up with love, with faith, and
with the courage to respond generously to His invitation
to be loved - and to love as we have been loved by
Him.
