Dear  Parish Family, 
 
Come Holy Spirit! Come You are               
desired, wanted, and needed in our 
hearts!

This fire of Love is not just for us to feel good and 
comfortable in the arms of the Father as we pray 
and grow in our spiritual life. The Father desires that 
we may spread and share that love with those 
around us. The Holy Spirit desires to lead us outward, 
to walk with others in their need and poverty so that 
they too may experience the life and love of the            
Father. We have the mission to go and make                   
disciples with the power of the Holy Spirit. We begin 
at home by forming our children, praying with our 
spouses and family members, and then going out to 
our coworkers and friends. This power and love of the 
Father knows no limits. His love desires every soul and 
every aspect of our lives. It begins with you giving 
permission to the Holy Spirit to enter and set your 
heart on fire, to enlighten your darkness, to give life 
to your dryness and poverty.

Updated SƟpend & Stole Fee Structure  
 

The Diocese of Green Bay and our parishes are grateful to all 
those who have generously provided a donaƟon for Masses, 
funerals, weddings, and Quinceaneras in the past. The donaƟon 
for these sacraments and services has remained the same for 
over thirty years throughout the Dioceses of Wisconsin.                     
Recently, when the Bishops of the State of Wisconsin gathered, 
they decreed that sƟpends should be adjusted to reflect the 
current Ɵme. The new sƟpend structure is as follows:  
Mass SƟpend $20  
Funeral Stole Fee $75  
This new fee structure will become effecƟve July 1, 2024. It will 
not be applied retroacƟvely to those who have already paid the                      
appropriate amount from the former fee scale. The new fee                    
structure will be applied to all new requests received as of July 
1, 2024. As always, if someone is not able to offer the sƟpend, 
the parish is always happy to provide the sacrament or service 
with no fee. Please know, too, that any sƟpend money collected 
goes to the  parish in support of its ministry and services                  
provided to the parish community; it does not go personally to 
the priest
