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Dear Parish Family,  
From the bottom of my heart I would 
like to thank everyone of you for                  
working so hard for the months before 
our picnic. I appreciate all those who 
worked tirelessly during the day for the 
event, cleaning up – and all the work 

that comes after the event. Thank you so much for 
making our picnic successful. I’m not sure what the 
numbers are right now, but regardless of the                   
numbers, there were so many other beautiful                
successes as both communities came together to 
work, celebrate, and enjoy the day. It was moving to 
see all working, regardless of language, culture, or 
background. Thank you all for loving the Lord and 
our parish community. I couldn't be more proud of all 
of you, and I’m so thankful to God for blessing me 
with such a beautiful community.  
Today we hear in the first reading the courageous 
decision of Joshua, “as for me and my household, 
we will serve the Lord” (Jos 24:1-18). Joshua and his 
household made a conscious decision to serve the 
Lord and no other (false) gods. The chosen people 
committed to the Lord, but as history has proven, 
they fell short and failed. Then we know of the need 
for Jesus to come and rescue humanity from its own 
misery due to sin.  
Even in today’s Gospel we hear about people                 
actively walking away from Jesus because they were 
shocked about the idea of eating and drinking His 
Flesh and Blood. People walked away from their             
resolve to follow the Lord. People chose not to be 
fed by God Himself. They walked away and God            
only knows what happened to them. Unfortunately 
this continues to happen so often in today’s day and 
age. People stopped believing in Our Lord, and 
there are plenty of Catholics who don’t always 
come to be fed by God. The darkness of today’s 
world is a reflection of souls walking away from Our 
Lord and not receiving His life that will take us to  
eternal life. 
We too are called to make a courageous decision 
like Joshua and to have the trust of the apostles as 
they replied, “Master to whom shall we go? You 
have the words of eternal life.” This courageous           
decision is not something we do once in our lifetime, 
but every single day. The Lord Jesus feeds us every 
day if we so choose to receive Him, precisely so that 
we can have the courage and strength to fulfill our 
promise to serve the Lord through loving God and 
our neighbor. Choose God, for He so courageously 
chose to give His life to save our own.
